听力理解 

高考听力重点考查学生四个方面的能力

    1.理解主旨和要义；             2.获取具体的、事实性的信息；

    3.对所听内容作出简单推断；     4.理解说话者的意图、观点和态度。

    但学生的能力还受语音、词汇、语速、语调、重音、句法等语言因素，以及文化背景、记忆力和应试心理等非语言因素的影响，因此除了强化训练以外，还需掌握正确的解题步骤方法及技巧，以提高听力训练的效率。

听力的解题步骤：1. 审题 2. 划关键词 3. 速记 4. 理解判断
    通过对高考题的细化分析，可大致分为以下七种题型：数字题，地点题，人物身份关系题，行为题，观点态度意图题，因果关系，及主旨要义题。以下为每类题型的解题方法和技巧进行梳理，辅以经典例题讲解，结合练习进行强化训练。

一．数字类

方法梳理
    数字类主要涉及时间，价格，数量等，针对不同的数字型试题，主要采取记录，判断以及计算等方法进行答题。概括起来应注意以下几点：

· 注意根据表示时间的关联词来判断事件发生的时间，如：before, after, then, until, late/later, early/earlier, fast, slow, delay, ahead of, in advance, immediately等。

· 注意时间的表达：如1:45 可读成a quarter to two 或one forty-five，以及twenty past five 为5:20 而twenty to two 为4:40 熟练区分past 和to 的意思。

· 掌握年、月、星期的表达方法。注意一些表示时间的词，如：  quarter, a couple of days, eve, dawn, daybreak.

· 注意-teen 和-ty的区别 

· 注意百分数、倍数等的数量词，如：double, half, dozen, couple, thirty percent, twice, three times, one third, quarter, a pair of等

· 注意街道，房间号，等号码的习惯表达方法。如340读成 three forty或three four zero ；电话号码则将数字逐个读出。

· 注意价格的习惯表达。如$19.95读成nineteen ninety-five dollars 而不是1995美元。

除上述必备知识外，还需掌握以下的常用表达。

· 减价：20% off, special offer, special price, 25% discount, on sale, bargain

· 原价：regular price, normal price 

· 增长：10% increase in… 1/3 climb in…… increase by 增长了 increase to 增长到

· 下降: 23% fall in… 5.5% decrease in… decrease by 下降了 decrease to下降到

二．地点类

方法梳理
    地点题可分为确定地点与推测地点

· 确定地点指谈话中提到多个地点，要求学生进行判断辨别

· 此类题多出于长对话中，涉及话题为出行计划，问路，以国家，城市名居多，三个地点都会涉及，需要将题干关键词划出，有侧重点地做笔记。此类题在看题目时，应对不熟悉的地名进行试读，以免错过地点的出现时机。
· 推测地点指对话中没有提到具体地点，而要通过对话场景和语境进行推测

· 常考地点：school，library，restaurant，hospital，hotel，store/supermarket, station, airport, post office, office, home.此外还应掌握一些选项中涉及的地点名词如garage, lab, hall

点拨：本题中为与生活相关的地点，判断为确定地点题，三个选项都有共性，与书籍有关，应做好记录，首句出现library card，但容易被学生忽略，但可通过后文出现take books out，，read here排除A与C。因此选出答案B.

点拨：本题出现在长对话中，根据选项为城市名判断本题为确认地点题。划出题干中的now为关键词，题干问女士现在在什么地方，而不是现在住什么地方，第一遍听时注意记录地点出现的顺序及相应事件，I am visiting my father in Baltimore.进行时对应现在所处的地点信息。最后一句为干扰项。答案为A选项。
特别提示：选项出现顺序则为在原文中出现的顺序，只需记录地点所涉及的关键词信息。

    点拨：本题中未涉及地点，但是关键词book与三个选项都有关联，容易形成干扰，但从对话中keep the book 指保留这本书，以及return the book before it’s due 可知应在到期之前归还可判断为图书馆出借书本的语境。因此需要学生熟记单词due除了“因为”的意思外还有“到期的”意思。答案为C选项

三．职业与人物关系

方法梳理
· 根据场景关键词推断，如听到hospital, pill, clinic等知道与医生病人有关，听到restaurant, menu, take your order便知与服务员，顾客有关；

· 根据对话中的称呼，语气，态度辨别关系，特别留意是否使用敬语。如please 只能用于陌生人或有地位差别的人之间。

· 根据对话内容.

特别提示：

原文可能给出不同时期的不同身份，或者提问其中一位说话者与对话中提及的第三人的关系，要求学生注意审题，平时积累不同人物身份及人物关系所涉及的单词，短语，句型和场景，答题时根据对话内容所提供的称呼语、关键词，结合生活常识进行判断。

    点拨：对话开篇的trip 可能会对学生造成先入为主的误导，认为是夫妻间的旅行，但是全文中重复提及company这个关键词，可推测两人关系可能是同事关系，并由最后对话中客套礼貌的语气可以确定两人的同事关系，答案选C。

四．行为类

方法梳理
    这类题型考查点集中于说话者在过去、现在与将来的行动

· 判断选择谈话者采取什么行为或预测下一步的行为。通常谈话中会提供多个行动，这种听力的重点应放在所做的事情及此事对谈话者的影响，判断说话者想干什么，不想干什么， 从而做出选择。

· 有时谈话者会描述他的行为，考生需从他的描述中判断他到底想干什么。

· 谈话者中的一方对另一方提出的建议以帮助对方决定下一步的行为或者是谈话一方主动向另一方提供帮助等。这种谈话必然涉及多种行为，解题时一定要注意动作的发出者是哪一方，遇到的是什么问题，建议的是哪种行为，不要混淆。这种题目的难度较高，有的要考生全面理解对话的内容。

方法梳理
    该类题对话中常涉及一方对另一方或某一事件的态度和反应，赞成或反对，满意或失望，厌恶或喜欢，

· 积累反映人态度的形容词，如：impatient, bored, satisfied, relaxed, positive, negative

· 积累描述事件或物体的词。如：simple, funny, worth trying, impractical, disappointing, just so-so, comfortable, time-saving, satisfactory，

· 注意否定，转折和虚拟等含义的指示词与表达法。I can’t agree more.意为“再同意不过了”，表示同意对方观点。

· 注意语音语调。陈述句用升调表示说话者抱有迟疑，犹豫，怀疑的态度，降调表肯定。也可通过说话者的语气进行判断

六．因果关系

方法梳理
    因果关系判断包括直接询问原因与间接询问原因两种类型。第一类相对容易，第二类需听懂整段对话的内容，并通过语气才能判断原因。

· 注意but后面的内容，注意否定词

· 注意同义替换。这类题较少出现原句再现，因此要提前阅读题目和选项，划出关键词，切勿在听力时翻译选项意思。

七．主旨与要义类

方法梳理
    理解对话与独白的主旨要义重在测试考生对整个对话与语篇的理解，而不侧重个别细节。
· 就对话题而言，必须注意抓住两人谈话的主要内容，并注意那些重点词、句，尤其要关注谈话人不止一次用到的词或短语，然后再综合理解，推理判断。

· 就独白题而言，主旨要义经常以主题句的形式出现，因此找准主题句是关键。主题句以首段句与尾段句居多，有时也出现首尾呼应的情况。

· 注意：有些问题含有暗示的信息要善于发觉，如题干中有mainly，这就暗示了对话中的内容有主有次，所以见到这种设问方式我们就应该知道对话中要涉及的信息不只一个，所听到的内容有主次之分。

专题三 阅读理解的命题分类及解题技巧
一、 主旨大意题   

    任何一篇文章都会有一个主旨要义。有时从文章的第一个段落，甚至第一个句子即可得出文章的主旨要义，从这一段或这个句子读者会知道文章描述的是谁或什么（即文章的主题）。有时，文章的主旨要义则需从文章的字里行间进行推断。这类试题主要考查考生略读文章、领会大意的能力，它对考生的归纳、概括能力有一定的要求。主旨大意题包括：
1. 主题大意型：题干中常含有main idea, best idea, subject, mainly discuss等词。
2. 文章标题型：题干中常含有title（标题）。
就是对文章的主要意思的概括。标题多用短语（特别是名词短语）的形式，且具有以下三个特点：(1) 概括性；(2) 针对性；(3)醒目性。
【做题要领】
    做主旨大意题的关键是要找到文章的主题句，找主题句的方法是略读法(skimming)，即快速阅读文首、文尾，每段的首尾句等。找主题句，还要特别留意以下五种情况：
(1) 表转折的词。段落中出现but, however, actually, while, in fact, on the contrary, in contrast等时，其后的内容往往是作者真正要表达的观点。
(2) 表总结的词。如therefore, thus, in short, conclude, conclusion等词后内容也可能是主题句。

For example, Russian, French, and Spanish persons may use silence to show agreement between parties about the topic under discussion. However, Mexicans may use silence when instructions are given by a person in authority rather than be rude to that person by arguing with him or her. In still another use, persons in Asian cultures may view silence as a sign of respect, particularly to an elder or a person in authority.
  Nurses and other care-givers need to be aware of the possible meanings of silence when they come across the personal anxiety their patients may be experiencing. Nurses should recognize their own personal and cultural construction of silence so that a patient’s silence is not interrupted too early or allowed to go on unnecessarily. A nurse who understands the healing(治愈) value of silence can use this understanding to assist in the care of patients from their own and from other cultures.

  First, you must ask yourself, “Where is the wind coming from? Is it coming from ahead or behind or from the side?”! You must think about this all the time on the boat. The wind direction tells you what to do with the sail.

   Bad news sells. If it bleeds, it leads. No news is good news, and good news is no news. Those are the classic rules for the evening broadcasts and the morning papers. But now that information is being spread and monitored(监控) in different ways, researchers are discovering new rules. By tracking people’s e-mails and online posts, scientists have found that good news can spread faster and farther than disasters and sob stories.

Was positive news shared more often simply because people experienced more good things than bad things? To test for that possibility, Dr. Berger looked at how people spread a particular set of news stories: thousands of articles on The New York Times’ website. He and a Penn colleague analyzed the “most e-mailed” list for six months. One of his first findings was that articles in the science section were much more likely to make the list than non-science articles. He found that science amazed Times’ readers and made them want to share this positive feeling with others.

   Readers also tended to share articles that were exciting or funny, or that inspired negative feelings like anger or anxiety, but not articles that left them merely sad. They needed to be aroused(激发) one way or the other, and they preferred good news to bad. The more positive an article, the more likely it was to be shared, as Dr. Berger explains in his new book, “Contagious: Why Things Catch On.”

Languages have been coming and going for thousands of years, but in recent times there has been less coming and a lot more going. When the world was still populated by hunter-gatherers, small, tightly knit (联系) groups developed their own patterns of speech independent of each other. Some language experts believe that 10,000 years ago, when the world had just five to ten million people, they spoke perhaps 12,000 languages between them.

 Cities usually have a good reason for being where they are, like a nearby port or river. People settle in these places because they are easy to get to and naturally suited to communications and trade. New York City, for example, is near a large harbour at the mouth of the Hudson River. Over 300 years its population grew gradually from 800 people to 8 million. But not all cities develop slowly over a long period of time. Boom towns grow from nothing almost overnight. In 1896, Dawson, Canada, was unmapped wilderness (荒野). But gold was discovered there in 1897, and two years later, it was one of the largest cities in the West, with a population of 30,000.

Dawson did not have any of the natural conveniences of cities like London or Paris. People went there for gold. They travelled over snow-covered mountains and sailed hundreds of miles up icy rivers. The path to Dawson was covered with thirty feet of wet snow that could fall without warning. An avalanche (雪崩) once closed the path, killing 63 people. For many who made it to Dawson, however, the rewards were worth the difficult trip. Of the first 20,000 people who dug for gold, 4,000 got rich. About 100 of these stayed rich men for the rest of their lives.

But no matter how rich they were, Dawson was never comfortable. Necessities like food and wood were very expensive. But soon, the gold that Dawson depended on had all been found. The city was crowded with disappointed people with no interest in settling down, and when they heard there were new gold discoveries in Alaska, they left Dawson City as quickly as they had come. Today, people still come and go — to see where the Canadian gold rush happened. Tourism is now the chief industry of Dawson 

City — its present population is 762.

While famous foreign architects are invited to lead the designs of landmark buildings in China such as the new CCTV tower and the National Center for the Performing Arts, many excellent Chinese architects are making great efforts to take the center stage.

Their efforts have been proven fruitful. Wang Shu, a 49-year-old Chinese architect, won the 2012 Pritzker Architecture Prize — which is often referred to as the Nobel Prize in architecture — on February 28. He is the first Chinese citizen to win this award.

Wang serves as head of the Architecture Department at the China  Academy of Art (CAA). His office is located at the Xiangshan campus (校园) of the university in Hangzhou, Zhejiang Province. Many buildings on the campus are his original creations.

The style of the campus is quite different from that of most Chinese universities. Many visitors were amazed by the complex architectural space and abundant building types. The curves (曲线) of the buildings perfectly match the rise and fall of hills, forming a unique view.

Wang collected more than 7 million abandoned bricks of different ages. He asked the workers to use traditional techniques to make the bricks into walls, roofs and corridors. This creation attracted a lot of attention thanks to its mixture of modern and traditional Chinese elements (元素) . 

Wang’s works show a deep understanding of modern architecture and a good knowledge of traditions. Through such a balance, he had created a new type of Chinese architecture, said Tadao Ando, the winner of the 1995 Pritzker Prize.

Wang believes traditions should not be sealed in glass boxes at museums. “That is only evidence that traditions once existed,” he said.

“Many Chinese people have a misunderstanding of traditions. They think tradition means old things from the past. In fact, tradition also refers to the things that have been developing and that are still being created,” he said.

“Today, many Chinese people are learning Western styles and theories rather than focusing on Chinese traditions. Many people tend to talk about traditions without knowing what they really are,” said Wang.

The study of traditions should be combined with practice. Otherwise, the recreation of traditions would be artificial and empty, he said.

1. 试题模式
在一段约300词的短文中留出5个空白，要求考生从所给的7个选项中选出最佳选项，使补充后的短文意思通顺、前后连贯。该题型“主要考查考生对文章的整体内容和结构以及上下文逻辑意义的理解和掌握。”因此，在阅读文章时，应有意识的加强对文章写作思路和结构组织安排的理解，掌握英语常见写作结构。

(a)描述性结构(主要介绍事物、问题或倾向的特点，对人物的描述如传记，包括人身体特征、家庭背景、成长过程、个性爱好、成就贡献等内容进行描述)    
(b)释义性结构(解释某一理论、学科、事物，主要用例子比喻类比阐述)   
(c)比较性结构(把两个人或事物功能、特点、优缺点进行对比)    
(d)原因性结构(这种结构主要分析事物的成因，客观的、主观的、直接的、间接的)    
(e)驳斥性结构(这种结构主要是先介绍一种观点，然后对其评论或驳斥，然后分析其优点缺点、危害性、最后阐明自己的观点)

二、方法梳理—解题步骤
1. 把握文章中心大意；
对文章中心大意的把握，是做好任何一篇阅读材料的基础。七选五题型选材以议论文体为主，我们应首先了解英语议论文的三大结构特点：a  观点鲜明的开头；b  紧扣主题的结尾（由于七选五篇幅所限，选文可能未涉及文章结尾）；c  有主题句并且衔接自然的中间段落。另外，英语文章中，段落的主题句通常放在段首，换句话说，每段的内容通常都是根据首句来展开的。因此，要正确快速地把握文章中心，可通读文章首尾段以及每个段落的句首，以节约时间。
若文章本身带有标题，则可通过文章标题把握文章大意。例如，2012新课标卷标题为Kids’ Health: Four steps for fighting stress, 明确指出了文章内容为帮助儿童应对压力的健康指导，以及2015新课标卷Building Trust in a Relationship Again, 指出文章内容为再次建立信任关系。
    
2. 浏览选项，标记关键词；
七选五题型的解题目标，是要将选项快速而准确地补充到原文中，并且设题中还存在两个干扰项，因此，开始解题前，也应对选项内容做相应处理，以提高做题速度及准确性。所谓对选项内容进行处理，并非简单的浏览选项内容，而是应该在把握文章主题的前提下，划出各个选项的关键词，尤其应把握以下几类关键词：a. 中心名词或动词（也可为名词性结构或动词短语）； b. 代词及指代性结构（it, they, by doing so/these等）；c. 否定词（not, without以及由词缀dis-, un-, im-, non- 等构成的否定）；d. 逻辑关系连接词（其中转折性连接词but, however以及并列关系连接词first, second…等考查较多）。
此外，之所以强调应在把握文章主题的前提下划出关键词，是因为找出选项关键词除了可以理解选项内容，更重要的是使其能够各自区分于其他选项，划出的关键词数量不应太多，应控制在3个左右的词或词组，文章主题关键词可不必重复划出，使之简洁而又有区分度，以达到快速选择的目的。以2016新课标卷I为例，可划出选项关键词如下：
A. It is very hard to break a code without the code book.  

B. In any language, some letters are used more than others.  

C. Only people who know the keyword can read the message.   

D. As long as there have been codes, people have tried to break them.   

E. You can hide a message by having the first letters of each word spell it out.   

F. With a code book, you might write down words that would stand for other words.   

G. Another way to hide a message is to use symbols to stand for specific letters of the alphabet.

3. 边读边做题，重点研读空格前后句，灵活把握答题顺序；
七选五的解题过程中，提倡边读边做题，如果一题做不出或拿不准，可先放过，继续往下读，先做容易的能做出的题，直到读完整篇文章。这样做的目的，一是可以通过先解答简单的空格，为较难的题目排除部分选项；二是在读完整篇文章后，文章的要点和主旨、各个段落之间的逻辑关系应基本清楚，从而能够更好的把握剩余空格，提高答题正确率。
七选五的设空位置多为段落中间，因此，七选五解题过程应该重点研读空格前后句，判断句子间的逻辑关系，和已划出关键词的选项进行比较。作者或说话人在谈论某个话题或主题时，与主题相关的词语必定会以原词、同义词或近义词等形式在上下文中重复出现，这种现象叫词语复现。词语复现是语篇衔接的一个重要手段，而七选五正是考查语篇衔接，因此，利用词语复现解七选五十分管用。如：
① There are three main types of cryptography.   37 For example, the first letters of “My elephant eats too many eels” spell out the hidden message “Meet me.” (2016新课标卷I)
解析：文章空格后句中的 “the first letters” 与选项E原词复现，“the hidden message”对应E选项中 “hide a message”，因此正确选项为E。
② To read the message of a real code, you must have a code book.  39  For example, “bridge” might stand for “meet” and “out” might stand for “me”. (2016新课标卷I)
解析：文章空格前句 “have a code book” 与选项F中 “with a code book” 同义复现；空格后句与选项F均有 “stand for” 原词复现，因此正确选项为F
值得注意的是，有的题利用词语复现解题十分管用，但这并不意味着凡与上句或下句有复现词的选项就一定是正确选项，只是正确的可能性更大，在解题过程中需重点考虑或优选考虑而已。是否为正确答案，还得将含复现词的选项代入原文，看该选项与上下文是否真的衔接，只有上下衔接紧密的才是正确选项。如：
38 Having confidence in yourself will help you make better choices because you can see what the best outcome would be for your well-being. (2015新课标卷I)
A. Learn to really trust yourself.
B. It is putting confidence in someone.
C. Stop regarding yourself as the victim.
解析：要求选段落主题句。不要因为选项B与空后句中都有confidence，原词复现就选B，也不要因为选项C中与空后句中都有yourself原词复现就选C。选项A中的trust yourself与空格后的Having confidence in yourself(信任你自己)是同义复现，所以该选项是重点考虑对象；将选项A代入原文，上下句意为“学会真正地信任你自己。信任你自己有助于做出更好的选择……”语义衔接紧密，故选A。
4. 匹配信息，验证逻辑；
重点针对刚才没做出的题或不确定的题，此时可将剩余答案代入原文，利用排除法。同时检查核对已选出的答案，看文章从内容上是否语义连贯合理，语篇结构上是否通顺连贯、具有一致性、合乎逻辑，写作思路是否清晰明了，格式以及用语是否恰当贴切。如果所选的答案可以满足上述标准，则表明各个问题的答案基本正确。
三、方法梳理—解题技巧
七选五解题的关键是能娴熟地利用各种衔接手段。衔接手段分为三种：词汇衔接、逻辑衔接、结构衔接。  
（一）、词汇衔接
1. 词语复现
词汇衔接多以同义词、近义词、近义表达语等方式体现，即上文提到的词语复现。词语复现多为原词复现、同义复现，但有时也可构成句式上的复现，如：
40  However, it is also hard to keep a code book secret for long. So codes must be changed frequently (2016新课标卷I).  

解析：选项A中 “It is very hard to…” 与空格后句中“it is also hard to…”构成句式上复现，因此A为正确选项。
2. 代词
英语表达中还有一类词—代词，出现频率极高，七选五设题中考查较多，希望引起同学们的重视。代词的作用是指代前面提及的名词或形容词概念，巧妙利用这样的指代关系和根据代词的单复数差异可以准确而快速地解题。
(1) Get support. When you need help, reach out to the people who care about you. Talk to a trusted adult, such as a parent or other relatives. 72 They might have had similar problems, such as dealing with a test, or the death of a beloved pet.

(3) Try to solve the problem. After you’re calm and you have support from adults and friends, it’s time to get down to business. 74 Even if you can’t solve it all, you can solve a piece of it. (2012新课标卷)
D. Ah, it feels so good when the stress is gone.
E. You need to figure out what the problem is.
　　F. And don’t forget about your friends.
解析：题72空格前指出可以向信任的成年人寻求支持，而空格后句，出现人称代词they并且指出 “They”可能经历类似的问题，例如处理考试问题，因此可以判断出 “They”并不是指代前文的成年人，空格处应该出现另一类可以寻求帮助的人，F选项中的friends复合要求，故F选项为正确答案。
题74空段落主题句是“Try to solve the problem”，空后句又有solve it，其中it指什么？当然是the problem，因此，前句中一定会出现problem一词，七个选项中只有E项符合。
（二）、逻辑衔接
逻辑衔接根据前后句之间的逻辑关系又细分为：解释关系、例证关系、因果关系、顺逆关系。   
1. 解释关系：前后句之间含有解释的逻辑关系。
例题: ______ that’s why I don’t wear a white coat.
正确选项：He has tried to create an environment where people are not afraid   
例题分析：后面说不穿白大褂，前面则为解释的原因。
2. 例证关系: 前后句的某句是为了证明另一句而举的例子。
例题：Manager should provide regular feedback to their staff.______. 
正确选项：For example, when good work has been done it must be praised. 
例题分析：选项是对前句举了一个十分明显的例子。   
3. 因果关系: 前后句的逻辑是因果关系，常见的逻辑表达有：because, for, since, as, the reason is that，result in/ from, be due to, be attributed to 等等。
例题：There is no doubt that, in an increasingly competitive trading environment, we are better equipped than ever to compete and to win and we feel increasingly optimistic.______.     
正确选项：This is due to our now having a clear strategy（战略） with a focus on the customer, product improvement.  
例题分析：选项句中有一个非常重要的形容词clear，这个词足以说明该公司的strategy(战略)是正确的，一家公司有着清晰而正确的战略思想当然会使其蒸蒸日上。空格前面一句正是讲的该公司踌躇满志，十分乐观。空格句开头的this is due to 反映出这样的因果逻辑关系。   
4. 顺逆关系: 英语行文中后句对前句不是顺承逻辑关系就是逆转逻辑关系。如果空格前后两句话之间是逻辑上的逆转，则空格处很有可能是个转折逻辑的句子。
例题： Known as Glasgow’s most fashionable dentist, _____.
正确选项Jerome is keen to point out that he takes his work very seriously.
例题分析：空格前句作者用了一个as引起的倒装表示尽管他是城里最时尚的牙医，但对工作可是（take seriously），不是绣花枕头。所以考生可以在备选项中搜寻转折逻辑的各种表达法，很快就能找出正确的选项。
（三）、结构衔接
1. 如果问题设在小标题
文章小标题通常短小精悍，多为名词性结构或祈使句。
2. 如果问题在段首    
(a)通常是段落主题句。认真阅读后文内容，根据段落一致性原则，查找同义词或其他相关的词，推断出主题句。 
(b)段落间的过渡句。这时要前瞻后望找启示，即阅读上一段结尾部分，通常正确答案与上一段结尾有机地衔接起来，并结合下一段内容，看所选的答案是否将两段内容连贯起来。
3. 如果问题在段中
根据空格前后的句子意思、备选选项的句子意思以及句子之间的逻辑关系来确定答案。
4. 如果问题在段尾    
(a)空白前的一句或两句是重点语句，重点阅读以锁定关键词。    
(b)通常是结论、概括性语句。注意在选项中查找表示结果、结论、总结等的信号词，如therefore, as a result, thus, hence, in short, to sum up, to conclude, in a word等词语，选项中也可发现前文的同义词句。    
(c)所选答案是引出下一段的内容。如果在选项中找不出与前文之间的关联，此时可考虑与下一段开头是否有一定的衔接。认真阅读下一段开头几句，看是否与选项的最后一句紧密连接起来。    
(d)如果第一段的段尾是空白，要认真阅读，看此处是细节还是主题。通常文章第一段要提出文章的主题，如果在段尾提出主题，会用一些信号词如转折词引出来，正确答案中应有这样的特征词。

高考七选五非常重视语篇的整体把握和语句之间的逻辑关系的分析判断。这篇文章中心明确，层次分明，结构紧凑。全文以色彩是家居设计的基础为话题召开，然后重点说明在家居设计中小的，中等的和大的颜色选择。由于话题新颖，句子的逻辑性强，题目相对较难。做题时要注意备选项无标点符号的提示，而空格后的标点符号既有逗号，又有句号，这就暗示用并列句或者主从复合句，还是简单句。

书面表达
一、写作技巧
（一）抓住评分标准关键点写出高分优质好文章
书面表达在英语考试中占有举足轻重的地位，着重考查考生的语言基本功和正确使用英语进行表达的能力。了解阅卷评分标准并采取应对策略成为考生在书面表达上制胜的关键。
高分评分细则重点一:覆盖所有内容要点。
要想得高分，审清试题要求是前提。审题清楚、要点齐全是一篇优质书面表达的首要条件。那么如何才能做到有效审题呢?

第一:审要求，抓要点。要想得高分首先要做到按要求写作并做到要点齐全。考生拿到题目后，要认真审题，在这一过程中务必要看清题目要求、把握其中要点、留意特别注明的地方。对于提出的硬性要求，考生最好做标记，以免在写作时遗忘这些重要信息。
第二:审文体，重格式。高考书面表达的体裁一般有四类:记叙文、说明文、议论文和应用文。具体形式有便条、通知、书信、邮件、讨论、记述事情以及情景的描写等。考生在审题时要审清文体，因为不同的文体有不同的写作格式，需要运用不同的写作语言。
第三:审人称，勿乱套。审查书面表达时，要搞清楚此篇文章是由谁写给谁的。文章一般都会明确指出作者是谁，例如“假设你是李华”，写作时应用第一人称“我”，即李华。而读者对象有时没有明示，考生要自己进行判断。
第四:审时态，看情景。根据情景判断短文需要的主体时态，即搞清楚要写的是什么时候的事，发生在过去的事就用过去时态。比如日记，是叙述过去发生的事情，自然要用过去时态;如果是写通知，写作时多用将来时态;如果是介绍风俗习惯、文化特点，那就要选用一般现在时了。
高分评分细则重点二:应用了较多的语法结构和词汇。
写作时应该综合运用所掌握的知识，因此，考生在确保语言准确无误的前提下，恰当而适度地运用高中所学的词汇和句型将会为自己的作文增分不少。
第一:高级词汇的使用。这里听说的“高级词汇”，指的是《考试说明》中没有列入或没有识记要求，但在实际运用中却出现比较频繁的词汇，比如frustration, competitive等词，都可以算作是“高级词汇”。考生若能够适当地运用一些高级词汇，会给评卷老师留下深刻的印象。
第二:同义词的使用。英语中有些词汇的使用频率非常高，比如 surprising, rich等，在表达时考生都很喜欢用，这样很容易令文章陷入千人一面的窘境中。但如果考生能够使用它们相应的同义词amazing, wealthy等，就可以做到与众不同，给评卷老师带来清新的感觉。
第三:适当利用短语取代单词。总体而言，使用短语的难度比单词要大一些，因此适当运用短语更能显示出考生的语言功底。
第四:语法结构的使用。考生应恰当使用名同性从句、状语从句、定语从句、插入语、倒装、强调、省略、虚拟语气、with的复合结构等多种形式，使文章的表达富于变化。
高分评分细则重点三:有效地使用了语句间的连接成分，使全文结构紧凑。
一篇作文是否会得高分还要看文章是否有效地使用了语句间的连接成分，全文结构是否紧凑。在这一过程中要注意选择恰当的表示并列、递进、因果或转折等意义的过渡词，把所有要点、句子连接起来，使句与句之间意思连贯，衔接顺畅，力求准确生动、条理清楚。请考生牢记以下相关过渡词语:

表示时间顺序: first , then , afterwards, meanwhile, later, first of all, finally, at last等;

表示空间顺序: near, next to, far from, in front of, on the left等; 

表示列举: for example, for instance, that is to say, such as等;

表示比较或对比: like, unlike, but, however, compared to, on the other hand, on the contrary，nevertheless等;

表示因果关系: because, for, as a result, therefore, thus等;

表示递进关系: besides, what’s more, what was worse, moreover, furthermore, in addition, on top of等;

表示并列关系: and, as well as, also等;

表示总结: in general, in a word, in short, on the whole, to sum up, in brief, to conclude等。
另外，卷面干净整洁和字体圆润工整也是取得高分的关键因素。考生应尽量做到不涂改、字迹不潦草，使其作文给人以赏心悦目的感觉。

对应用文的考查是高中英语书面表达的一项重要内容，近几年借助书信来考查考生英语表达能力的作文题目屡见不鲜，因此对考生来说掌握一些常见的应用文表达句型很有必要。

通过以下移位手段来改变句子成分在句中的位置呈现从而使句子变得活泼生动。这些手段的运用融汇了知识与能力，彰显了个人魅力与品位，放大了作文得分亮点。
1.插入
在句中插入某些成分，起补充、说明作用。最明显的特征是被插入成分前后都用逗号隔开。
【高考示例】You and I are teenagers. It offers teenagers a chance. We can enjoy sports and  learn about Chinese culture.(2015北京某考生作文)

【思路分析】将简单句合并成一个句子。可将You and I作为插入成分置于第二句中的teenagers后。enjoy sports and learn about Chinese culture改为不定式作定语，修饰a chance。

【华丽蝶变】I really want to obtain this precious opportunity because, by offering my service, I will be able to improve my organizational ability, communication skills as well as my confidence in speaking English in public.

5.后置
在遣词造句时将最重要的内容置于句尾，使之处于突出地位，这种手段为后置。故造句时应避免头重脚轻，注意句子结构的匀称。在名词性从句中，借助it作形式主语或形式宾语，将真正的主语或宾语后置;在同位语从句中，主语太长而谓语太短，将同位语从句后置;使用全部倒装，将主语后置。
【高考示例】The test will enhance the examinee’s consciousness of health. On the contrary it will also be more likely to result in over anxiety. People all said that. (2015广东卷某考生作文)

【思路分析】由People all said that可联想到it’s said that…句型，将真正的主语后置，从而避免头重脚轻。同时，第二句和第一句为转折关系，可使用but连接。

内容“实”起来

【华丽蝶变】The main reason for my choice is that being brought up in a culture emphasizing collectivism, I tend to sacrifice my own interest for the group’s benefit.

4.使用并列句
当前后关系并列时，可使用并列连词将简单句直接合并。句与句通过连词的连接在结构上更紧凑，在内容上逻辑意义更清晰。

【思路分析】该片段简单句数量多，前后逻辑不连贯，影响句意表达。可将was poor压缩为一个形容词作定语，也可变为动词-ing形式作定语。第二句和第三句在逻辑上存在因果关系，可用so连接。wanted to “steal” light是bored a hole的目的，可改作目的状语。

【华丽蝶变】The boy, being poor, couldn’t afford even a candle, so he bored a hole in the wall to “steal” light from his neighbor’s house to read at night.


5.使用特定句式
特定句式的使用让句式灵活，避免刻板单一，使行文活泼流畅、富于变化。考虑使用省略、替代、倒装、强调等变换句式，让行文有所起伏；在表达观点且不需要人作主语时，可考虑使用被动句型，将收到意想不到的效果；在表达情感时可尝试使用if虚拟条件句。
【高考示例】If only I were three years younger than I am now. I would strongly recommend that I set more practical and specific goals. (2015重庆卷某考生作文)

【思路分析】用特定句式将简单句合并成一个句子。可使用if虚拟条件句将前后两个句子合并，同时还可以将if省略，构成倒装。
【华丽蝶变】Were I three years younger than I am now, I would strongly recommend that I set more practical and specific goals.

6.使用非限定分句
使用非谓语动词，构成非限定分句，既能使用较复杂的语法为行文增色又能合并简单句，一举两得。使用非谓语动词作状语时，注意前后逻辑主语要保持一致。
【高考示例】I thought that his solution might be wrong. I carefully analyzed the problem. I tried to work it out in a different way. (2015湖北卷某考生作文)

【思路分析】用非限定分句将简单句合并成一个句子。三个简单句的主语一致，且analyzed 和 tried to work it out构成并列关系，可用并列连词and将后两个简单句合并。第一个简单句和后边两个简单句在逻辑上构成因果关系，故将第一个简单句改为非限定分句作原因状语。
【华丽蝶变】Thinking that his solution might be wrong, I carefully analyzed the problem and tried to work it out in a different way.

7.使用无动词分句
在对庞杂的信息进行处理时可使用既不含限定动词又不含非限定动词的无动词分句，即主要由形容词、副词、名词、介词等构成。无动词分句可有效吸纳附加信息，避免信息遗漏，减少句数，增加信息容量。
【高考示例】The roads and highways are under large-scale construction. There is still much room for improvement. The number of cars has been increasing these years. (2015江苏卷某考生作文)

【思路分析】用无动词分句将简单句合并成一个句子。第一句和第二句存在让步关系，可用in spite of/despite体现。第二句和第三句存在因果关系，可使用because of体现。
【华丽蝶变】In spite of the large-scale construction of roads and highways, there is still much room for improvement because of the increasing number of cars these years.

记叙文是以叙述为主要表达方式，以写人物的经历和事物发展变化为主要内容的一种文体。侧重记人的记叙文，以介绍人物生平事迹为重点；侧重叙事的记叙文，以叙述事情的发生、发展、经过和结果为重点。但是记人和叙事是分不开的，记人需要用具体事件来表现人物，而叙事的灵魂是事件中人物的所作所为。

记叙文的六要素包括时间，地点，人物，事件的起因、经过和结果。
【写作指导】

写记叙文时，首先应审清写作中涉及的时间、地点、人物和事件。其次结合题目要求（包括注意事项和参考词汇等），弄清写作所需包含的项目。然后用英语罗列出相关信息，想象可能增加的适当情节，并思考运用恰当的连接词。

记述文的开头通常交代事件的背景，文章主体可按事件发生的顺序记叙，也可按人物活动的时间顺序或按空间位置变换记叙。

写作时还应注意：

①明确写作要点。只有明确了写作要点，才能合理安排文章内容，分清主次。

②认真挑选细节。记叙文是由细节组成的，读者只有通过足够的细节才能知道发生了什么事情，但细节过多会使读者失去阅读的兴趣。只有选用能表现主要要点的细节，才能产生预期的效果。

③注意人称的使用。叙述的人称（可以是第一人称也可以是第三人称）通常是一贯到底的。若需要交替使用两种人称，要通过适当的过渡提醒读者。

④恰当使用时态。一般来说，在叙述故事、游记时可用一般过去时和过去完成时；在介绍人物时，要视具体情况而定。确定一个主要时态之后，后面的部分在展开时就不至于发生时态混乱。这是确保记叙文语言流畅的一个基本条件。
2. 如何写说明文
【文体特点】

说明文是以说明为主要表达方式来说明事件、阐明事理的一种文章体裁。
【写作指导】

写说明文时要注意以下几点：
①抓住事物的特征，包括外部特征和本质特征。
②合理安排说明顺序。常见的说明顺序有时间顺序、空间顺序和逻辑顺序。
③灵活采用不同的写作手法。常用的写作手法有举例法、分类法、比较法、因果法等。

(1)举例法
Ever since early this century, electricity has become an essential part of our modern life. Electricity is a source of energy that makes it possible for…to…, for example.


(2)分类法
As far as political views are concerned, people fall into three categories. First are the conservative people. …Second are the liberal people. …Third are the moderate people. …

(4)因果法
There are several reasons why so many people attend the Olympic games or watch them on television. One reason is…; …is another reason.


④语言的客观性。可以使用被动语态或引用权威的信息来源来增加文章的客观性。

⑤时态多用一般现在时。
3. 如何写议论文
【文体特点】
议论文是作者对某个问题或某件事进行分析、评论，表明自己的观点或态度的一种文体。议论文有三要素，即论点、论据和论证。论点要鲜明，论据要真实可靠，论证要符合逻辑。
【写作指导】
①论点可以直接提出，也可以通过故事等引出。
②论证时可以采用不同的方法:可以摆出正反两方面观点进行对比;也可引经据典论证自己观点的正确性;还可提出一种错误的观点，然后论证其不当之处，最终提出正确的观点。
③在结论部分必须对讨论的问题做出总结或表明作者的观点。
④注意连接词和过渡词等词语的使用，以增强文章的条理性和逻辑性。
4. 如何写申请信
【写作指导】
    申请信一般包括以下内容:


①介绍信息来源:


②表明申请心意，即写信的目的;


③介绍个人简历并表明自己的优势;


④表达愿望并请求答复。
5. 如何写求助信
【写作指导】

①审题定调
    求助信主要是就某一问题向收信人求助。求助的对象可以是个人或机构。
    求助信的人称以第一人称为主，时态以现在时为主。求助信的语言应诚恳真挚，求助的目的应清晰明确。

②谋篇布局
求助信的格式和别的信件一样，通常包括称呼、正文、结束语和签名。内容主要包括自我介绍(如与收信人熟悉，可省去此项)、希望得到的帮助以及对收信人的感谢。一般而言，正文可按照以下三部分进行写作：

第一部分: 说明写信目的;

第二部分: 阐述求助原因;

   
第三部分: 表达感谢。
6. 如何写建议信
【写作指导】

建议信主要是向收信人就某一问题提出看法、建议或忠告。建议信可以写给个人，就对方遇到的某个问题提出自己的看法和观点;也可以写给某个组织或机构，就改进其服务等提出建议或忠告。
写建议信时，时态以一般现在时为主，人称多用第二人称。

②谋篇布局
    建议信通常包括以下三部分:1.说明写信目的;2.提出建议并说明理由:3.表达希望、祝愿或期盼回复。
7. 如何写邀请信
【写作指导】

①审题定调
    邀请信的时态以现在时和将来时为主。

②谋篇布局
    邀请信正文一般包括以下内容:1.写信目的;2.活动详情，如时间、地点、活动内容等;3.希望对方能接受邀请。
8. 如何写道歉信
【写作指导】

①审题定调

道歉信一般为因故不能赴约等向朋友表示歉意。人称以第一人称为主，时态以现在时为主。

②谋篇布局
    道歉信正文的主要内容包括表达歉意和说明事情原委两部分。具体而言，只需按照要点顺序写作即可，即表示歉意→说明原因→另约时间。若题目中要点提示较少，考生需合理补充细节，如另约的具体时间、见面地点等。
9. 如何写通知
【写作指导】

①审题定调

通知的人称主要用第二或第三人称。时态主要用一般现在时和一般将来时。

②谋篇布局
    通知的写作要点如下:

    1.在第一行的中间位置写Notice或NOTICE:

    2.正文要交待清楚活动的内容、对象、时间和地点，即what, who, when, where;

    3.发出通知的人的姓名或单位的名称一般写在正文右下角。
10. 如何写留言条
【写作指导】
  
①审题定调

留言条无需使用客套语，把需要告知对方的事情表达清楚即可。时态根据具体情况确定。自己准备去办的事主要用表示将来的时态，已发生的事情用表示过去的时态。

②谋篇布局
一般来说，留言条包括日期、称呼、正文及结尾。日期写在留言条的右上角或左上角，也可省略。给不熟悉的人写留言条时，格式与信件相同;如果写给朋友或熟人，称呼中的Dear和结尾套语均可省略。
11. 如何写发言稿
【写作指导】

①审题定调
发言稿时态可能会有多种，如描述自身经历用一般过去时，展望未来用一般将来时。写自身经历用第一人称，涉及到他人可以用第二人称，也可以用第一人称来增加亲近感。

②谋篇布局

发言稿通常分称呼、开头、正文、结尾四个部分。

若已给出了称呼、开头和结尾部分，则只需根据提纲并结合自身经历写出正文即可。

完形填空
一、方法梳理
专题考试大纲解读
完形填空是对考生的英语能力要求较高的一个题型。该题型难度大，区分度高，是学生感到最难把握也容易“拉开距离”的题型之一。
因此它要求考生
· 能够把握文章的主旨和要义，了解文章的题材、体裁、结构、背景、前因后果、情节发展等基本信息，具有较高的综合理解能力；
· 理清上下文的逻辑关系，掌握词句、段落之间存在的内在关系，能对文章的细节和主旨进行有效的推理、分析和判断；
· 具备扎实地英语语法和词汇知识，能根据上下文进行词义辨析；
· 透彻理解作者说话的态度和语气，能对作者的写作意图、观点进行判断。
命题规律分析
完形填空题遵循了“突出语篇，强调应用，注重交际”的设计思路，要求考生把握全文，区分文章结构和内容，根据上下文的逻辑关系，综合运用所学语言知识进行分析、推理和判断，考查考生在阅读理解的基础上对英语语言知识综合运用的能力。
近年来的高考试题呈现出如下规律：文章短，挖空多，全文保持一定的挖空密度，设空间距为15个词左右；语言原汁原味，语言文化背景浓厚；以情景意义考查为主，注重语篇的完整性，淡化语法，突出语用，所设置的题目多数要求考生根据上下文的内在逻辑关系及事件之间的逻辑关系做出正确的判断。
下面我们来介绍一下这位名叫“完形填空”的同学！
（一）、完形填空的“诞生”
完型填空最初叫做完形程序(cloze procedure)，是由W. L. Taylor在1953 年发明的。其理论依据是格式塔心理学(Gestalt Psychology)。 Gestalt是德语词，意为“完形”，“经验的整体”。这派心理学家认为，人们在观察物体形状时，往往不自觉的把它看成是完整的，下意识的把形状中的空缺补上去。比如，尽管右图中的图形缺失了部分，但是我们看上去，还是觉得它是一个人的大脑。

人的阅读过程也是完形的。一个句子或一篇短文中去掉几个词，就好像有空缺的图形一样，人们也会“无意识地”把它们补上去，使之成为完整的句子或文章。有人举过这样几个例子，说空缺的语言与空缺的图形一样，人们也会“无意识地”把它们补上去，使之成为完整的句子或文章。

所以说，要做好这个题型，我们需要先“完形”（读懂文章大意），后“填空”（根据文章大意补全缺空）。

（二）、那么我们如何找到完形填空的“葵花宝典”呢？
我们首先来听听高手们的指点吧！



从以上高手的葵花宝典中我们似乎可以感受到原来做完形填空养成的做题习惯也是十分重要的。因此我们先谈谈如何养成良好的做题习惯？
首先，我们需要运用“完形策略”。
完形填空，是一种阅读理解的变形，上海市已经把它划为阅读理解范畴。没有语篇的支持，无法完成。完形填空要得高分，就需要树立一个观念：先完形，后填空。许多英语老师都嘱咐学生，在做题前，先了解文章大意。但是，在实际教学和考试中，能做到的学生却寥寥无几。要养成一个良好的做题习惯，需要一定的强行训练才行。在训练的初期，家长和英语老师要强行规定，在做完形填空前3分钟，不许动笔，把笔放在桌上，大家先阅读文章大意。
行为心理学研究发现，人要形成一个习惯，需要经过三个阶段：第一阶段为期1～7天左右，此阶段的特征是“刻意，不自然”。学生需要家长或老师的刻意提醒，而且他们也会觉得有些不自然，不舒服。第二阶段持续7～21天左右，特征是“刻意，自然”。学生已经觉得比较自然，比较舒服，但是一不留意，学生还会回复到从前，因此，家长或老师还需要刻意提醒学生。第三阶段需要21～90天左右，特征是“不经意，自然”，其实这就是习惯，这一阶段被称为“习惯的稳定期”。

其次，我们需要运用“俯瞰策略”。
许多学生内心深处对完形填空都有一种恐惧。要克服这种障碍，就不能采用常规的方法来阅读这种“残缺的文章”，而是要学会跳读（reading and skipping），是指以尽可能快的速读阅读，如同从飞机上鸟瞰地面上的明显标志一样，迅速获取文章大意或中心思想。换句话说，跳读是要求读者有选择地进行阅读，可跳过某些细节，以求抓住文章的大概，从而加快阅读速度。跳读，通常以标题、关键词、中心句等为主要阅读对象。
再强调一遍，完型填空主要考查考生短文阅读理解的能力。考生需要聚精会神阅读全文，从字里行间寻找一切线索，去理清句子之间、段落之间的关系，掌握全文的中心大意，然后才能正确答题。
最后完成了完形填空，我们需要采取完形“增值策略”。
问一问自己有没有下面这种现象？做过的题目，过一段时间之后，拿出来再做，还会犯一样的错误。如果有，那你的做题就缺乏最后一道工序：后续服务。在核对好完形填空之后，我们应该做以下几个事情：

1．三选一。在向别人询问正确答案之前，自己先订正一下，在剩下来的三个选项中，再次做一个决定。这样，可以多给自己一次思维锻炼的机会。

2．做比较。跟同学讨论，比较相互之间的做题方法和思路，是一个非常有效的方法。因为他们在英语水平、背景知识等方面比较相近，容易能找到共同语言或相互借鉴的做题策略。

3．大声读。完形填空不能做好就丢，要在早读时，拿出来大声朗读，读出感觉来，把文章里出现的核心词汇和习惯表达划出来，多背多记。

4．做粘贴。准备一个笔记本。如果哪一篇文章比较好，或者自己的错误比较多，就把这篇文章剪下来，粘贴到本子上，积累起来，便于以后复习。

5．填答案。复习也要讲究技巧。在温习以前做过的完形填空时，最好在不看选项的情况下，回忆或推测出正确答案，并用笔填写到20个空格中区。然后，核对答案，如果再次做错，那就要格外小心了。

完形填空的训练可以分为训练前、训练中和训练后三个阶段，在训练前期，我们要做好相关准备工作；在训练中，要侧重做题心态的调整，养成良好的答题习惯；在训练后，我们要做好一定的后续工作，不能把完形填空当成一次性产品一样，做完后就扔在一边不闻不问了。在高考复习中，希望大家有针对性地进行这几方面的训练，完形填空的答题水平肯定有大幅度的提高。

二、策略技巧
因此我们要做好完形填空，就需要运用训练前的完形策略，训练中的俯瞰策略和训练后的增值策略。下面我们运用
三字经读——填——读
来破解高考完形填空的密码。
高考试题中完形填空选材非常广泛，涉及日常生活、文史知识、人物、社会、故事等。素材具有“语言交际化，情景生活化、词汇运用灵活化”的特点。除此之外，还有如下特点：
· 所选语篇长短各异，大多在250—350词语之间，实词多虚词少，重语境选最佳。
· 所选语篇语言地道、原汁原味。
· 所选语篇内容健康，贴近生活、时代感强。所选的短文将知识、文化、教育、趣味融为一体，寓教于乐；文章常常蕴含着丰富的哲理，既可以让读者从简单的故事中体会到生活的意义、又能唤醒读者的积极情感体验，引发他们对人生、社会及价值观的思考。
那么我们应该如何做完形填空呢？下面和大家一起分享一下完形填空的解题三字经：
读——抓住整体（俯瞰策略）；填——推敲细节；读——通读检查。
第一步，读，整体把握。
我们读什么呢？读懂文章、了解文章大意是解答完形填空的基础，而把握完形填空文章大意, 我们需要放下笔，迅速通读全文，读好文章的开头和结尾，根据英语写作习惯，主旨句通常放在文章的最开头。文章首句为学生把握文章的整体基调和大意，窥视文章全貌提供了一个宝贵的窗口。而尾句是文章的总结、结论和点睛升华之笔，不仅告知学生故事或事件的结局，还有主人公的心情和感受，对正确答题帮助很大。

第二步，填，推敲细节。
俗话说文中无闲句，句中无闲字。我们从语篇层面、句子层面和词语层面分别详细展开完形填空的做题技巧。
（一）、我们从语篇层面上从三方面展开做题，它们分别是文化背景与生活常识、语篇结构和上下文情景构建。
①文化背景和生活常识
根据文化背景和生活常识知识进行逻辑推理。
完形填空往往以自身的内容提供完整的语篇信息，其间交织渗透着各类相关的文化背景知识和生活常识，考查考生灵活运用该方面知识的能力。解决这类题目，考生不仅要有广博的知识、丰富的生活经历，还要能够驾驭全文，不仅理解文章的表层意义，而且要弄清文章的深层意义。当对语言的把握不很准确时，可充分利用社会文化知识和生活常识来帮助判断。

解题之后，复读全文，扫清残敌，该环节需要做两件事：一是补缺，补缺主要解决前面三步语篇句子词语无法解决的少数难题，这个过程可能要用排除法或凭语感进行选择，必要时候，大胆相信第一感觉；二是检查，检查所填的词语是否与上下文逻辑相一致，检查所填的词语是否符合语法的表达规范，关注作者的写作意图，注重一些情感方面的用词，使之不违背原意。
